· Group thought modifications to the plan were favorable but not detailed enough.

· Village District

· Since the last meeting the committee has spoken to Robert Orr.

· Planning stage has begun for workshops in March. Since available dates are limited, committee will be asking the Trust for an extension of the deadline to use the grant to April or May

· Committee had a preliminary meeting tonight to go over stakeholders and manner that the Association will be informing public. No decisions have been made. 
· Survey work being done by liquor store

· Tubes and wetland signs going down street, 35-40 survey flags, “call before you dig” subdivision paperwork.

· Whatever is being done will need an A2 survey to go to Planning and Zoning.

· No confirmation at this time of what is being done.  

Police and Traffic:

· No report. 
Maintenance:

· Drainage under railroad bridge on Thimble Islands Road: still have not heard anything from the town about fixing this area. In the mean time, we may want to put a “WARNING potential ice!” sign up before the bridge for safety concerns. 
Administration: 
· Contract for the plowing is in. Dan Bullard makes decision with Andy about when to do sidewalks throughout the winter. Last year in the beginning of the season we eliminated Watrous Ave and Buena Vista and reinstated it later in the season. Dan Bullard will  clarify with Andy that we will include those sidewalks this year. 
Old Business:

· Cell Tower: fall out between T-Mobile and AT&T and has severely impacted need for cell tower. Still, no update on any progress. 
· Toilets

· Will be going forward with toilets at the park. 
· Glitch- action on the post office. No one knows what is happening with the SC Post Office at this time but there is some action. 

· Ideally, if purchased by town and friends, then it could be the first choice for toilets to be located.

· Unk would try to get possible grant. 
· Post office mistress decides what will happen with Stony Creek Post Office and she wants to save money. 
· Any local business can have a post office

· Puppet House

· Deposit has been made. No other report.  

· Is there interest in community wide effort to save the puppet house? Good idea to send out to see if there is interest to preserve puppet house. Email to be sent to all residents of Stony Creek.   

· CT Trust has a newsletter that comes out every two months; next issue is threatened properties exchange, marked with puppet house, asking price $475,000.
New Business:
· Wood around trees has been removed. 
· Sidewalks up to 4 corners: should revisit and put serious money in budget, town will pay some but not all. 

· May be in the best interest of community to consider from Leetes Island Road (near Quarry Road) to open a trail from dock to Westwood’s and through to Rt.146. Problem is it is state property. Sandy to confirm. 

· Stony Creek Museum to open at the end of May. If you would like to make a contribution, checks can be made payable to Stony Creek Museum.  
A motion was made Sandy Fischer/ seconded by Tim Barry and unanimously approved to adjourn the meeting at 8:04pm.
