Cell Towers

· Carol Lee (Cell Tower Committee) and Consultant from Massachusetts David Maxon.

· Applications will be submitted this month for towers located 

· Moose Hill (Leetes property) December 10

· Medlyn Farm, 110 ft. (Verizon, T-Mobile & AT&T) December 10

· Pleasant Point, 160 ft.  (T-Mobil, AT&T, Pocket, and Clearwater approved by Pine Orchard)

· 171 Short Beach Road (replaces Orchard House proposal)

· According to Peter Black, previous Orchard House proposal was poor and lacked radio frequency engineer therefore, town refused. 

· Other possibilities: Summit Place (Rt. 1), former Branford Hills Intermediate School

· Comments on behalf of the Cell Tower Committee

· Concerned about location, height, and whether all companies need their own tower or multiple carriers can use fewer towers.  

· Working on legal strategy. 

· Stony Creek T-Mobil Tower at Fire Station 

· On hold, if Moose Hill is approved and Medlyn at 110 ft. then Stony Creek tower may not be necessary although cell companies only go out 2 years in planning, so could not confirm. 

· Goals of Cell Tower Committee

· How to minimize size and intrusiveness of towers, and moving forward, how to treat future applications for towers. Work on law requiring a consultation between carriers and towns; continue towards a better protocol for future proposals. 

· Branford is one of few towns that has done the most work on this subject. 

· Consider all other options regarding height, appearance, location, technologies of towers although running out of time and there are a lot of engineering and technical considerations. 

· Committee has made numerous efforts to work with Amtrak since May 26, 2010, no response.

· Town has hired engineers who will be working on Branford’s behalf and find all options for locations, height, etc. considering technological necessities. 

· Public meeting in 2nd week of Jan., Pleasant Point meeting on Jan 25, please join! 

· Take action regarding getting better and more broadly distributed notice about visually impacting decisions, letters can be written in support of the Council on Environmental Quality (http://www.ct.gov/ceq/site/default.asp). 

· First Selectman’s discretionary budget of $15,000 to employ engineers who are representing the Town not the carriers. Goal of this committee is doing a long range plan for the town for future situations similar to this

· Checked into, no agenda for Town ZBA this month. 

Police and Traffic:

· Pageant is this weekend, no necessary police treatment according to Unk. 

Maintenance: 

· Bridge will be repaired on Thimble Island Road. No specific date for completion because state is not forthcoming with funding at this time. 

· Wall at Madeira- will happen, not sure when it will start.

· Sidewalks are on hold because of a change of personnel. 

· Survey of Upper Thimble Islands Road is done, although Unk doesn’t have any information yet. 

· Protective things on trees by beach, Ed isn’t there anymore

· Motion made/approved to move time of SCA Board Meeting back to 7:30pm. 

Old Business:

· Historic Districts and Village Districts – Postponed to next meeting.

· Need to know more about Village Districts and Historic Districts.
