· 8 citizens are past due
· Motion made/seconded and unanimously approved to advance funds for liens totaling $424.
Legal and Zoning:

· Permit request for wooden dock at 30 Linden Point Road. It is to be parallel to stone dock. Approved. 
· Historic District Grant Application: (Betsy)

· Grant submitted. After approval, committee to choose a consultant (letters have been sent to 4 architects who do this type of work) who will study the character of Stony Creek, identify vistas to be preserved, make recommendations for current zoning, and establish guidelines for future construction. Grant money and SCA match allows $15,000 to be spent on this project. Public Meeting will be held at the completion of this study. 
· Included with the grant was a map of Stony Creek, pictures, SCA by-laws, GIS Map, 3 recommendation letters, etc. 
· Important for Stony Creek to have guidelines for what is appropriate in major renovations and new construction to preserve the character of the village as we move forward.
· Motion made/seconded and approved to email SCA members regarding the contents of this grant application. 

Police and Traffic:

· David Baker has requested a sign be posted on Leetes Island Rd (off exit 56, before the four corners) to prevent large trucks from traveling down this road who are unable to fit under the bridge.
· Concerns about parking sign in front of Post Office: should have days/hours of no parking; should be able to park there on the weekend and after hours.  

· Corner of Thimble Island Road across from WWML is a NO PARKING zone and needs to be painted accordingly. 

Maintenance: 
· Art Baker has agreed to replace the street signs “as needed” at the towns expense. (Rextile Rd. example of what they will look like).
· Benches at Madeira have been painted by volunteers; paint was supplied by the Town Recreation Department. Volunteers also cleaned up dock area. 
· Town has begun street cleaning as requested before Memorial Day. 
· Tree stump will be removed as soon as tree company does this area.
· Andy is still waiting for PO to do seawall at Madiera Park.

· Still waiting for 3rd estimate on gazebo roofs. 
· Sidewalks cannot be done before summer, there are no town funds to do so. Will be in touch with Art Baker regarding if/when they will be done. SCA may need to look into funding this if town does not. 
· Requested of the Town Recreation Department (Alex Paluzzi)
· Buoys should be in
· Sand at beach (needs to be done before horseshoe crabs come) 
· Port-o-potties
· Fountains need to be turned on
· Rec. Dept. does not have any funding to do playscape at Bayview Park. Still need new seats on swings. 
· Motion made/seconded and approved for Sandy to hire someone to clean dock area. 
· Motion made/seconded and approved for Sandy Fischer to spend $150 for flowers at the triangle plus any donation money received.  
· Motion made/seconded and approved to give $60 to Jake Greenvall for monument flowers. 
Administration: 
· Presidents Letter to be mailed soon. 
· Special Meeting June 7, 2011: nominations ready, slate presented, audience can nominate. 
· Election is July 11, 2011.
· First Meeting with newly elected Board, July 12, 2011.  
· Nominating committee: Sandy Fischer, Jake Greenvall, Dan Bullard, Nina Smith.
· Motion made/seconded and unanimously approved to appoint Nina Smith to the SCA Board. 
Old Business:

· Toilet
· Town has received estimate for mechanicals for Clivus composting toilets: $35,000 proposal plus $10,000 for composing tank. This DOES NOT include the $150,000 needed for  the fixture and assumes 1 female/1 male facility.  
· Need commission here in Stony Creek, need to start a petition and bring to RTM. 
· Community Service Officer
