Tax Collector: 

· Closed out books, 3 property owners outstanding, liens are in place.

· Grand list increased by $279,000, total is now $143,400,000. 

· Motion made/seconded and unanimously approved for Jake to send out Tax Lien notices. 
Legal and Zoning:

· No new variances or requests.  
Police and Traffic:

· Art Baker replaced sign in front of post office with hours for parking so that parking is available in that location after hours and on the weekends.  

· Concerns about the passing through under the railroad bridge were raised after the recent car accident. Discussion about ideas to get people to slow down included: flashing flights, a mirror, better signage. Issue seems to be storm drain in the middle of the lane. 
· Overhead light under bridge needs to be replaced by town. 

· Three spots on the roadways to be repaired:

· Under bridge (cannot be patched again)

· Four corners (cannot be patched again)

· Roadway coming from highway: edge way is eroding. 
Maintenance: 
· Last estimate for the repairing of the roofs of the gazebos is in and sent to Otto (in charge of buildings in Branford). There is no money in town budget now to do both roofs but one may be done this year. 
· Trees: Forest Commission gave grant to Branford of 40 trees. Motion made/seconded and unanimously approved  for Dan to write a letter requesting some of 40 trees to be allocated to Stony Creek. 
· Markers have been put on old stumps for Art Baker to look at for the stump grinder to be done this fall. North of the package store on both sides has small trees that need to be removed. 
· Flowers have been planted at the Fountain and financed by Janet Weithes and Sandy thanks Janet for her contribution. 

· Alex ordered buoys; not in yet as of last week.

· Sand to be put on beach this week.

· Sinkholes are filled at Madeira Park. 

· Wood boxes around trees (on either side of the beach) are to be removed by Art Baker
· Josh plans to review condition of playscape and compile a cost estimate. Alex Paluzzi of the Town Rec. Dept. does not have funds to repair this year although SCA may need to look into repairing some of the playscape as it is in need of repair. These repairs would have to go before the building inspector.
· Street signs will be replaced as needed and paid for by the town. The old signs will be auctioned off at later date. 

Administration: 
· Election preparation:

· Election printed by K&G

· Jake printed out two sets of labels and crossed off all duplicates

· Administration committee had a stuffing party

· Notice was put on the bulletin board outside the library

· 2 legal notices sent to The Sound:

· One for special meeting and election 
· Another for the election
Old Business:

· Village District

· Betsy and Ted away. Grant approved has been approved by the state commission. 

· Motion made/ seconded and approved to restrict $7,500 to match the grant in the general account. 
· Discussion regarding Village district: provides guidance for future of Stony Creek.

· Center of Branford is Village District

· Now in process of finding a consultant for Village District research in Stony Creek. Will need to come before the board before they are signed on.  

· Toilet
· Test pits this coming this week.  

New Business:
· Nominating final report done

· Treasurer report good for election

· Public works will be putting slash marks through spots across from library which is NOT parking.

· People being solicited in Stony Creek are asked to call the town hall to validate if the solicitor has a permit. If solicitor does not have a permit, then the Branford Police are to be called. It is a Branford town ordinance for solicitors to have a permit. 

· Citizen of Stony Creek provided funding for plants on the green.

· Sidewalks- Art Baker mentioned doing blacktop sidewalks in Stony Creek. SCA may need to use sidewalk money that has been restricted in the general account to do nice sidewalks. Motion made/seconded and approved for Sandy Fischer to confirm with Art Baker that the SCA will match the Towns contribution for nice sidewalks, NOT blacktops.  
A motion was made/seconded and unanimously approved to adjourn the meeting at 8:40 pm.
