Maintenance: 
· Motion was made/seconded and unanimously approved to move Maintenance next on the agenda as Mario Ricozzi, Chair of the Solid Waste Commission was at the meeting to gather information from the Board regarding the overflow of garbage in Stony Creek. 

· Discussion about the overflow of garbage included:

· Weekends seem to be the worst time for overflowing garbage in public areas. 

· Possible solutions could be more pick-ups per week for the public areas, more garbage receptacles through Stony Creek, a lock on the garbage by the dock, etc.

· Dumpster by dock is a big problem. Boats from the Thimble Islands, boaters, people from Branford/Guilford are unloading their garbage into this dumpster because it is easily accessible.  This dumpster is supposed to be for the tour boats as the tour boat owners pay for it in the summer months (Memorial Day through Labor Day) and the town pays for it throughout the rest of the year. According to Mario, this billing needs to be verified. 
· If there is garbage overflow at the dock, contact the Transfer Station (Open Saturday between 7:00a and 1:00p). For other issues such as late night noise from garbage men, call Laura Panciera, the Solid Waste Supervisor.

· Rec. Dept. removes garbage from park now and therefore overflow is rarely an issue. 
· Mario will report back once he has explored options available and current billing arrangement. 
Tax Collector: 

· Filed 3 tax liens.
Legal and Zoning:

· Marvin Zimmerman wishes for Ted Ells to take over Legal and Zoning committee.
· Zoning Board of Appeals: 246 Pleasant Point Road- pavilion on existing stone wall.

· It appears Town wants to consolidate all explosives in town at the Quarry (some are there now). To be discussed at RTM meeting tomorrow evening: 3 leases to J&J Blasting, Anderson Wilcox, and Branford’s firework display. 

· Village District- Letter to 4 architects has been mailed inviting them to bid on this project. 

Police and Traffic:

· No report.

Maintenance:

· Test holes were done in Bayview Park for the toilets and to be reviewed by Town and engineer. SCA Board awaits results. This project will not be completed this year. 
· Town mowed the sides of Leetes Island and Thimble Islands road, although they did not get all the growth. Motion made/seconded and approved to hire a young man for a maximum of $100 to weed wack from package store down to beach and under the railroad bridge. 
· Paving down by the small bridge is completed. 
· Pot holes in the pavement under the railroad overpass were patched by Art Baker. Sandy Fischer has asked for these areas to be cut out and done properly as patching does not fix the problem. May not be done this summer but will not go forgotten. 

· Josh Brooks has asked for assistance from the town Rec. Dept. in providing materials to repair the playscape in Bayview Park.
